* To get these shots, make an appointment with the international travel agency at the New Hanover Health Department.  Appointments are limited so make yours well in advance.  Many of the shots you need you will have already gotten (Tet, Hep A & B).  Yellow Fever vaccinations are NON-NEGOTIABLE for entry into Ghana, however Typhoid is optional.  Malaria shots are available but there is also an option to take this by pill (a cheaper alternative).
